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Welcome to this year's National French Contest!  It will take place Thursday, March 05. 

The FLES dates are between Feb. 16 and Feb. 26.   They are always prior to the Secondary dates.  FLES schools need to let me know what date(s) work(s) best for them.  School vacations in some private schools may also conflict.  Anyone with a date problem should consult with the EMass Concours administrator as soon as possible.

NEW as of 07  We have joined the ranks of other chapters who ask each school to commit to the contest in mid-Fall by filling out a registration form which includes a $35.00 fee*. The initial fee gives the administrator advance money to pay on-line costs as well as the shipping and handling of test materials, supplies and prizes.  Mailings include those (1) sent to the. Administrator in the fall and early February; and (2) those sent out by the administrator in the February Test mailings and the April/May Prize mailings.  In addition each fee includes one gratis CD to the school;  schools also earn one gratis CD for every 20 students enrolled in the Concours.
NEW this year!  Our database is going on line at http://www.emassconcours.net.  It’s been a long road but the administrator’s dream for this year has finally been realized. School, personnel and student registrations are now done on-line. School Coordinators will direct the process and manage the school records. Teachers will have individual logins to their classes and students. Students will also have a one-time login to complete their “French Study Background” which will be part of their Concours record. 

Note on Student FEES!  The cost for students enrolled in participating FLES or Secondary schools is $5. per student for AATF teacher members and $6. per student for teacher non-members.  Students tutored or home-schooled pay a flat fee of $20.00.
