What is Le Grand Concours?

L

e Grand Concours is a French event, in the form of a 60-minute national test, designed, written, financed, and disseminated by the members of the American Association of Teachers of French (AATF).  Its purpose is to help stimulate further interest in the teaching and learning of French and to help identify and reward achievement on the part of both students and teachers. 

The Concours has two phases: 1 FLES (Foreign Language for the Elementary Schools: Grades 1-6) with divisions A and B divided into 3 categories. 2 Secondary Levels 01-5 (middle school-high school) using five divisions (A-E) to accommodate the backgrounds of students as well as the diversity of school program offerings.

P

rizes are awarded by the National AATF Board as well as by each state Chapter. Students, FLES - Level 5, placing in the top 90th percentile are declared National winners. These students receive medals, and certificates.  Those in the highest places also receive such prizes as plaques, books, videos, and the possibility of special prizes such as a study stipend or sometimes study in France. Chapters award chapter prizes for those high-scoring students who may not be national winners.  Eastern Mass also recognizes Tableau d’honneur winners for their school rankings. 
 

Prizes are subsidized by the participation fees paid to their local chapter by each entrant. A chapter-appointed Contest ad-ministrator annually directs the Concours

A

ll students of French, from elementary through senior high school, are invited to participate. In addition, the Concours includes students studying French on overseas campuses, those with private tutors exclusive of any formal French instruction as well as those students who are homeschooled.

he AATF recommends that teachers enroll all of their students.  The purpose goes far beyond "winning" or receiving national recognition.  It provides a solid class activity; and provides a national "guide" to help teachers determine how their students perform, item by item, based upon communication skills and cultural topics. Individual student scores are never published by the National Office.

In 2008, over 10,000 students received National awards!




How to Enter

T

eachers enter students via their local Chapter Contest Director or administrator.  A complete listing appears on the AAATF website listed below and in Le Grand Concours  newsletter. Deadlines for enrollment in each year’s Concours vary by chapter but usually occur as early as October but no later than mid-January. Enrollment materials are available in early Fall for most chapters.
